Mr. Walden, who had apparently
been in good health, lived alone in
living quarters adjacent to the Wal-
den Brothers Hardware. His body
was discovered by his brother,
Claude, his partner in the hardware
business.

Mr. Walden was born at Cottage
Grove, Oregon, the son of Rev. and
Mrs. Nathan Walden. His father
was, for many years, a pastor of the
Baptist faith. The family moved
to Stavely, Alt, in 1904 and in 1909
they came to Chester.

Mr. Walden joined his father in
partnership in a hardware and imp-
lement business in 1909, and they
extended their enterprises to sheep
and grain farming. His father re-
tired in 1518, aund il eldér Wal-
dens moved to Oregon in 1922. Rev.
