Plane Crash Takes Life 
Of Former Line Man 

SIDNEY, July 3 - George Mc 
Cormick. 28, Chinook, and Louis 
Levay, 30, Culbertson, were killed 
instantly in the crash of McCorm­
isk's two-place Luscomb plane only 
eight miles south of Culbertson on 
July 3. 

The crash occurred after the two 

men had been visiting a rancher. As 
they began their take-off, the plane 
nosed down suddenly and crashed 
into a brush thicket. They crashed 
from only 200 feet in the air. 

The plane did not burn but both 
men were killed instantly. The 
crash was witnessed by the rancher.
