Killed in Action 
On Korea 

Word was received here last 
Thursday that Sergeant Benny 
L. Brandvold had been killed in 
action while serving with the 
United States Army in Korea. He 
met death Sept. 8. while serving 
with th e 2·1th division. 

Scn:e<Jllt Brandvold was born 
July j·4. h;20 at Joplin, and attended 
Joplin 5C:10015 .. 

With Uw excetltion of his late 
teens :lIld a short pel'iod after World 
War n, he spent most of his adult 
]if ... in t.he' annv. He was inducted 

at Camp White, 

Sergeant Brancvold w ent ove,'· 
seas .l,pril 12, 19·14 and had a very 
active combat record in Italy, where 
he served with the 91st division of 
the 5th army. In the Italian cam­
paign he saw action at Rome. Arno, 
Gothic Line, Florence, Bologna, Ap­
penine Mts. and the Po Valley. 

He was wounded in Italy Oct:. 6, 
1944, but Vlent back to the front af­
ter three weeks. 

Upon comple~ion of hostilities he 
returned home in Sept., 1945, and 
was discharged Nov, of that year. 

A resumption of his army career 
took place in Nov., i946. He was 
sent with the occupation troops to 

.... Korea 'fer t\VO ~/e:·,:,:,:, . !Jefore retu;-::1-
ing to the States. 



In Aug., 1949 he was again sent 
over seas and sen'cd in the occupa­
Hon army in .Japan until he was 
sent \",ith the 24th division to Korea 
on July 2 of ,this year. 

During his army career Sergeant 
Brandvold had been awarded the 
purple heart and the bronz star. 

Surv>iving Sergeant Brandvold 
are his father Ben K. Brandvold, 
(his mother Julia Brandvold, died, 
in' 1935), f~ur sisters, Mrs. Lloyd, 
Rockman of Belle Fouche, S. Dak.; 
Mrs. Robert Wright, Mrs. Robert 
'Keith, and Doris Brandvold of Ches­
ter; three brothers, Donald and Ken­
neth of Chester and Leonard with 
the U. S. Army in England. 

Complete details concerning Ser­
geant Brandvold's death were not 
available. It is known through reg­
ular news dispatches that the 24th 1 
division has been part of the force 
that has been defending Taegu, 
where some of the fiercest fighting 
of 'the Korean ,war took place at 
the time of his death. 

Sgt. Brandvold's 
Body Being Sent 
Home for 'Burial 

According to word received by 
relatives here the body of Sgt. Benny 
L. Brandvold, who came to his death 
while serving with the 24th division 
in Korea last September 8th, is be­
ing shipped to Joplin for final in­
terment. 

Sgt. Br.andvold had spent several 
years in the Service. He was in­
ducted into the Army November 19, 
1942, had his training at Camp 
White, Oregon, and was shipped 
overseas April 12, 1944. In October 
of that year he was wounded while 
serving in Italy, but went back into 
combat service again in about three 
week. 

After the end of Wor'ld War II he 
was discharged from the army, but 
re-enlisted in November, 1946. He 
spent some time with the occupation 
forces in Korea and Japan and was 
sent with'the 24th division to Korea 
for the second time in July, 1950. 

It has been suggested that a Mem­
orial Fund for Benny Brandvold be 
raised, to be called the Brandvold 
Library Mernodal Fund. The Ches­
ter Commercial club at its Monday

meeting enthusiastically endorsed 
the proposition, and Mrs. Alice 
Ternstrom has generously agreed to 

,collect the money for the fund. 
Anyone desiring to contribute to the 
fund may leave the money with her 
in her office. 

Proceeds will be used to purchase 
something nice, but useful, a book 
case, table, chair, or whatever is 
most needed for the library.

Havre, Jan. 18--William T. Cow"' 
an, 77, pioneer Box Elder merchant 
and rancher, and "father of the 
Marias irrigation project," died early 
today in a Havre hospital. He had 
been ill for an extended period. 
Cowan served in the state legis­
lature as a senator from Hill county 
from 1921 to 1933. His efforts in be­
half of Northern Montana college 
led to the establishment of that in­
stitution in 1929. He was recog­
nized as one of Montana's outstand­
ing workers in the field of recla­
mation. His work was chiefly in­
strumental in development of the 
Marias project which was activated 
several months ago. He served on 
many irrigation committees and 
fostered much progressive legisla­
tion during his tenure in the state 
assembly. 

He served as chairman of the 
Hill county Republican central com­
mittee;was an honorary member 
of the Havre Rotary club and past 
master of Treasure lodge, AF & 
AM at Big Sandy. 

He was chairman of the Masonic 
I Welfare Assn. of North Central Mon­
tana, which is to convene here Sat­
urday. 

Cowan was born at Lyndock, Ont., 
the son of David and Jane McKim 
Cowan. With his parents he came 
to Montana in 1887. His father es­
tablished a store at Cypress, a few 
miles from what is now Havre and 
later the Cowan & Son store at Box 
Elder was established. The Cowans 
also engaged in extensive ranching 

I operations. Cowan married Margery 
Jacoby at Great Falls Jan. 18, 1899. 
His death came on the 52nd anni-
versary of that event. It was the 
26th anniversary of his father's 
death. 

Surviving are the widow, four 
children, William E. Cowan, Box 
Elder; Mrs. John Crockett, Chinook;

Evidence indiCated that Johnson 
had been dead about one week. He 
is known to have been in Chester 
May 14, as ' grocery slips bearing 
that date were found in the house. 
There were reports that Johnson had 
been seen later in the week, but 
these reports were without con­
firITUltion. 

Arthur Johnson was a veteran of 
the African campaign of World War 
II. He was born May 22, 1917. His 
parents, Mr. and Mrs. Arthur John­
son of Coeur d A'lene, Idaho h~ve 
been notified, as well as other rel­
atives.

Albert Langeman, long-time Lib­
erty County resident passed away 
in the local hospital Wednesday of 
last week from a lingering illness. 

Albert Langeman, son of Mr. and 
Mrs. Robert Langeman, was born 
in Zurich, Switzerland, December 
8, 188l. He came to the U. S. at 
about 22 years of age. After work­
ing a few years in New York, he 
came to Montana in 1911, and home­
steaded nort~Jof Joplin in the Al:ua 
commumty. tie worked on the Laird 
ranch, and at other jobs during the 
years of becoming established. The 
homestead remained his home un­
til the time of his death, except for 
the past two winters spent in Great 
Falls. 

On July 21, 1930, he was united in 
marriage to Grace Classen of Buf­
falo Center, Io·wa. 

Three years ago last January Mr. 
Langerr.an suffered a heart attack.
