Three Hingham Children Perish In
Blaze Of Deserted Farm Building

Three young Hingham children,
Bernard, Doris and Edith Vav-
rouska died tragically ‘late Sun-
day afternoon as an uncontrol-
able blaze raced through the va-
cant farm house where they were
p:aying.

The children of the Jacob A.
Vavrouska family were playing
in the deserted house, about a
mile from their farm home, five
miles south and four miles east
of Hingham, while their father
combined nearby.

Apparently the children were
exploring the attic of the old
frame house, using maftches for
light, when the tragedy occurred.
One child, Clarence, 9, was play-
ing on the first floor of the house,

e told Sheriff R. C. Timrnons

that he and his brother and sis-
ters had taken some matches

their father had in a truck, and
used them to find their way
around the house.

The Hill County sheriff later
stated that the matches used by
the children might have caused
a form of. spontaneous combus-
tion in the attic. The attic, shut
off and dusty in the hot day
would have provided ideal con-
ditions for the blaze.

Young Clarence ran to the
field and met his father who was
already on his way after noticing
the fire across the field. By the
time the father reached the build-
ing it was a mass of flames, and
before help could arrive, had

whiie the others were upstairs.|burned completely to the ground.

Workers recovered the bodies

of Bernard, 11; Doris, 8; and
Edith, 7, about 9:30 p.m. nearly
five hours after the blaze began.

Early Monday morning work-
ers filled in the cistern and cellar
of the old house, all that was left
following the blaze.

By Monday morning neighbors
of the family pitched in and had
10 combines on the Vavrouska
farm, with more volunteers man-
ning grain trucks, the harvest on
the farm was completed Monday
afternoon.

Two rosaries were recited, at
eight o’clock Monday evening and
Tuesday at seven. Requiem mass
was celebrated Wednesday at 10}
a.m., all at Our Lady of Ransom/i
Church in Hingham, with inter-
ment in the Hingham cemetery.
