Sheriff-coroner Grant Jep-
pesen and deputy Rick Seidlitz
arrived at the scene to pro-
nounce the boy dead at 2:15.

Chester ambulance was dis-
patched to the scene with Don

Rude in the ambulance. They
delivered the body to Rockman
funeral home.

According to reports Lever-
dure had been visiting at the
Bill Yackley home in Chester
and the boys along with three
other companions all of the
Montana school for the deaf
and blind of Great Falls had
gone to the lake together. His
companions watched the drown.
ing and rescue attempt from
the shore, but were unable to
help.

It was the sedond drowning
in the lake since it was formed
by Tiber Dam almost 25 years
ago.

Josepha Catherine Romain, - 89,
died in Cottonwood, Idaho
Thursday afternoon, January 5
following a lengthy illness. She
had been hospitalized in Cotton-
wood for two years.

Falls Wednesday.

She was born December 2,
1888 in Greencreek, Illinois, the
second child of Joseph and
Elizabeth Kaufmann. When Jo-
sepha, nicknamed Safa, was six
years old the family moved to a
farm on Bull Flats. She played
with her brothers along the
Wabash river on the bottom
lands where the corn and grain
crops grew.

In 1901 at age 12, Josepha
accompanied her family to
Greencreek, Idaho. On May 8,
1908 she married Fred Romain
in Cottonwood.

January 12, 1978

Fred and Josepha worked
hard and faithfully together
carving out a home on that
farm for their growing family,
several of whom were born and
died on that isolated place.

As the years went by Safa
became known for her home
and garden, and she was known
as one of Liberty County's
original green thumbs. There
were trees around the Romain

home when others were still
saying trees wouldn't grow in

. this area.

As prosperity came they
bought a2 home in Arizona
during the 40's and spent a few
winters there. In 1950 Fred and
Safa left the farm which had
grown to considerable size and
moved to Great Falls. He died
in 1956. She continued to live
in Great Falls until failing
health forced her to enter the
hospital.
