Body identified, investigation ensues

The body found in Glacier
County on November 17 has now
been identified as that of Helen L.
Richter, formerly of Chester.
Richier, age 58, was last seen on
June 30, 1987 waveling 10 Cut
Bank in her red Ford Tempo
automobile, The car was found
abandoned later that day along
Highway 2 about ooe mile east of
the Cut Bank city limits, Richter's
body was accidently discovered in a
bam on a ranch between Blackfoot
and Browning, Montana, in Glacier

death had been cansed by criminal
means.

Glacier County Atomney, Jim
Nelson, stated that identification of
the body had been difficult, but that
Glacier County authorities had beén
finally able w satisfy themselvs that
the body was Richter's on the basis
of comparisons of clothing and
jewelry found on the body and on
the basis of x-rays, medical
information and demial records.
Nelson noted that [inal identification
was  nol i-.msnbh until  late
Wednesday evening and was made
an the basis of dental records that
had been only located earlier that
day.

Nelson declined 10 elabarate on .
the cause of death, but stawed that
Richter was killed by criminal
means and that her death was being
investigated asa deliberate homicide
by Glacier County authorities, the
F.BIL and by Bureau of Indian
Affairs Peace Officers. No charges
have been filed in the case, and, at
the present time, investigating
authorities are secking information
and are followiff up on a number of
leads, according lo Melson,

will be kept confidential.

Kremlin couple murdered in

MISSION, Texas — Four young
Texas men have been apprehended,
and three of the four have been
charged in the beating deaths of a
Eremlin couple who spent winters
at their citros orchard in south
Texas, Kenneth Wilson, 71, and his
wife Stella, 67 were found dead in
their bed last Wednesday aftemoon,
after neighbors became concerned
that‘they hadn't been out yet that
day and went to the home,

According to Hidalgo County
Sheriff's officers, the two victims'
heads had been beaten with a long,
thin instrument. Their home had
shown signs of a burglary, Tomes
said Stella Wlison died of & fractured
skull, and her husband died from
beating wounds about his head,
They were declared dead at the scene,

Word of the killings came as a
shock to friends and neighbors in
Kremlin, where both Wilsons had
grown up and spent most of ther
lives.

Several people contacted said the
deaths would be a loss w the
community, where Kenneth Wilson
had been a lay minister and his wife
had been active in  communily

Texas

affairs and a member of the Havre
School Board from 1967 to 1971,
Friends in Mission, Texas, were
equally shocked by the brutal crime.
One neighbor there, who asked that
he not be identified, said he had been
a friend of the Wilsons for at least
ten years, He described them as
oulgoing, generous people who had
been active in community affairs,
"They were people who did nol.,
deserve this...They weren't rich,
they were simple people,” he said.
Another neighbor, Evelyn Alaniz,
said people in the community -
- which attracts many retirement-age
"smowbirds" or "winter Texans" -
- were harrified by news of the
deaths. .
"What can you say when it
happens so close 1o people you
know so well? We're just shocked,”
Alaniz 1old a local news reporter,
Mission is one of a string of
towns on the far south border of
Texas and Mexico in the Rio Grande
Valley. The area is known for i
citrus orchards and scenic, palim-tree
lined drives. Locals say the
