Ernest C. Dunnwebber, 75, Angel 

Point, died Sunday afternoon, April 
10, : 1988, of natural causes at 
Kalispell Regional Hospital. 

He was born April 14, 1912 in 
Moorhead, Minnesota, the son of 
Charles and Hattie Dunnwebber. He 
grew up in Fargo, North Dakota, 
where he graduated from high 
school. He later attended the Univer· 
sity of Minnesota, and played on the 
football team there. 

For thirty years, Mr. Dunnwebber 
was a grain merchant at Carter, 
near Fort Benton, and was the 
largest grain shipper in the state. He 
was instrumental in introducing the 
use of fertilizer to grain farmers in 
ChouW,au County, and was the first 
Montana shipper to put together a 
Unit Train of more than 100 grain 
cars. 
Since re~ in 1974, he had lived at 
Angel POint, near Lakeside.

Ellen Marie Nordstrom was born 
in Burlington; Iowa on September 
16, 1889. She was one of eight 
children born to Jennie Erickson and 
Axel Nordstrom. In 1902 she moved 
with her family to Stronghurst, 
Illinois. While there she met a 
young farmer named Logan Irons, 
who would eventually become her 
husband. In 1903 she went with her 
family to Nanton, Alberta. Canada 
where '''ey took up a homestead. 
When Elen turned 18, Logan came 
to Canada to get her. They were 
married in Burlington, Iowa on 
February 12, 1908. They moved to 
Logan's farm at Stronghurst, where 
they raised com and stock. After 8 
hard years of work and falling 
market prices, they sold the farm 
and came to Montana where Ellen's 
folks had homesteaded north of 
Chester in 1910. Logan' took a job 
on the Harold Flogum farm and 
eventually was hired to work on the 
coal-<;hute for the Great Northern 
Railraod. In 1922 he was transferred 
to Whitefish, where they lived until­
his retirement from the railroad in 
the late 1940's. At that time, they 
moved to Kalispell where Logan 
proved his skill as a carpenter; he 
built and sold several houses there. 

, Ellen raised prize chickens and sold 
eggs. Logan's health began t? fail 

so they moved back to Whitefish. 
He died and was buried there in 
April of 1954. Ellen decided to 
come back to Chester to care for her 
ailing mother, who evantually died 
in October of 1955. Because most 
of Ellen's family lived in the 
Chester community, she decided to 
build a small home here, and 
continued to live here throughout 
the rest of her life. In the late 1970's 
she moved into the Sweetgrass 
Lodge. She lived there until April of 
1984. when she transferred to the 

Liberty County Nursing Home. 
Ellen broke her hip in June of this 
year and has been in failing health 
since. She died at the Chester 
Hospital on Monday evening, 
September 12. She would have been 
99 years old today (September 16). 

ElleJ;l had a "green thumb;" she 
loved flower gardening and was 
especially fond of roses. In her quiet 
time at home she enjoyed sewing 
and fancy-work, and she had made

She and 
Logan used to enjoy fishing 
together and she was also fond of 
Chinese Checkers. Ellen was also 
known for her outstanding cooking 
skills (there was always something 
good for dessert at Auntie's house!). 
On June 18, 1987 Ellen was 
honored at the Nursing Home with a 
letter from Governor Ted Schwinden 
extending congratulations and best 
wishes on her longevity. At that 
time she was officially placed on the 
Century Citizen Honor Roll and 
Was awarded a "centennial acre" deed 
from the S tate of Montana. 

Ellen had always been active in 
her religion. She attended Jehovah 
Witness meetings regularly and 
always enjoyed going to as many 
out-0f-town conventions as 
possible. Ellen touched the hearts of 
many, both young and old. and at 
the top of this list was her good 

friend, Richard Buker. Although a 
very quiet lady, she was very happy 
with life and thankful for her good 
health over all these years.
