awn. Ha has been an indepandent oil
producer with wells on the Bingham
ranch and other leases since.

In 1980 they purchased a home in
Shelby where they lived intermittenily

betwean tha ranch home. Nelson's
health had failed this past year,
specifically following a pinning injury
in the bull barn several months ago,
Even with his recuperation, he
continued to work on a daily basis,
Nalson was out checking his ol wells
on this past Saturday maorning,
Saptember 30, and died peacalully in
his pick-up truck. He was 83 yearsold.

Melson was a membarol the Galata
Masonic Lodge #106 and served as
Master during their 50th anniversary
year. He also served as Worthy Palron
of the Order of the Eastern Star in
Galata for sevaral terms, and held
mambership in the Golden Wesl
Commandery of Shalby and the Royal
Arch of Cul Bank.
