\n Great Falls he would purchase a
load of used Yires lor sale o Ipcal
farmers. With his prolits he managed
to buy some acreage near the homa
place In 1942 The Laas family
purchased & beer parlor in Chester,
which Wall managed and opemted
for 12 years. During lhat time he
boughl his lirst Caterpillar and went
inte the construction business. His
days were spent bullding reservoirs
and moving dirl, and his aftermnoons
and evenings were spent tending 1o
business at Laas’ Bar.

He bought a 700 acre ranch
thera in 1978; onthis ranch he oper-
ated a grave! pit and ready-mix plant,
Walt loved his work in Browning and
he developed many frigndships in
the Biackiee! community.
