While teaching English at
Spokane's Rogers High School
in the early 1950s, he had an
idea for an outdoor publication
that would offer upcoming
weekend opportunities, rather
than reporting sbout what had
happened the previous week-
end. It was a philosophy tha

would guide Bill and those
who waorked nnder him for the
next 50-plus years. Founded m
1954 as Outdoor Empire
Weekly Rod & Gun News,
Farden's publication, under the
name Fishing & Huonting
News, eventually became the
premier outdoor news maga-
zing in the Wesl. Bill remained
at the helm of Outdoor Empire
Publishing until his death.

He was widely regarded ns a
pioneer und a visionary in the
weekly outdoors print media,
As an outdoor enthusiast, he
also created numerous other
publications and educational
course materinls used in hunter
education, boating and bicycle
siafety and safe snowmobile
operation. Following another
one of his passions, Bill co-
founded Bilingusl Books, Inc.
